1.)  PRESIDENT NORFLEET CALLED THE MEETING TO ORDER AT 10:12
2.)  INTRODUCTION OF BOARD OF DIRECTORS. 
3.)  A MOTION WAS MADE BY PRESIDENT NORFLEET NOMINATING VICE PRESIDENT TOM WATKINS TO CHAIR THE ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW COMMITTEE (ARC). DIRECTOR PERI SHANKAR AND RON NORFLEET VOTED IN THE AFFIRMATIVE..
4.)  TO COMPLY WITH OUR CC&RS’ REGARDING THE NUMBER OF MEMBERS TO SERVE ON THE ARC, PRESIDENT NORFLEET ASKED THE ATTENDESS IF ANYONE ELSE WOULD LIKE TO SERVE.  JOS NIKULA VOLUNTEERED AND WAS AFFIRMED.  THE ARC NOW COSISITS OF MEMBERS TOM WATKINS, RON NORFLEET, AND JOS NIKULA.
